Hitler’s Europe, 1939-1945 (B)


Module Content

This module is the second part of a year-long examination of the European continent during the Second World War, following on from HY 314 in the first semester (although it can be taken on its own). Its focus is on how the governments and peoples of Germany’s allies, neutral states and occupied territories adapted themselves to Nazi aims and the course of the conflict. Special attention is paid to the questions of collaboration and resistance, and their long-term consequences for countries in question and Europe in general.

 

Module Aim and Objectives:

Aim: 

· To acquire a deeper understanding of the link between wartime collaboration with and resistance to Nazi aims and subsequent European history.

Objectives:
· To introduce students to the process of writing History at a higher level, involving regular supervision by the course lecturer;
· To enable students to identify the sources needed for their assessment;

· To promote amongst students the awareness of academic work as a collective enterprise.
Module Structure:

This module will be seminar-based, with an emphasis on student presentation and discussion of ongoing work as part of the preparation for a final essay.

	Form of assessment

This module is entirely based on continuous assessment. Marks are given for participation in class discussions, a number of tasks essential for the preparation of the final essay, and the essay itself (3,500 words).

THE HOLY ROMAN EMPIRE, 1648-1806
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MODULE CONTENT

This is part two of the Holy Roman Empire super-elective, which follows on from HY353 in the first semester. However, attendance at HY 353 is not a prerequisite to taking this course. It begins with an extended analysis of the Thirty Years War from political and social perspectives and the impact of the Peace of Westphalia on Europe.  Subsequently, we examine mounting tension between Prussia and Austria and events leading to the final dissolution of the Empire in 1806. Finally, students are introduced to differing historical interpretations of the Empire from German, European and Global perspectives. Students participate actively in a series of in-class discussions, presentations of historical documents and oral book reviews, posting to a group website and composing an essay for submission at the end of the semester.

IRISH MIGRANTS IN THE EARLY MODERN WORLD
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Module content

Between c.1600 and c.1820, a great variety of motives caused men and women to leave Ireland for Continental Europe and further afield. The lure of education, employment, prosperity and religious tolerance was especially strong, but so too was the desire for adventure and change, and a dislike of the isolation associated with living at the extreme periphery of Europe. By the mid-seventeenth century, the Irish had achieved unprecedented visibility on the Continent: on the battlefields, in the docks of major ports, in the university lecture halls, in royal courts, on the streets and even in the hospitals, prisons and galley ships. Between c.1600 and c.1820 many Irish made significant contributions to their host societies in Europe and through service in the overseas colonial administrations of Europe’s major powers, especially in the realms of war, politics, diplomacy, medicine, and trade (including slavery and the East India Company). Drawing upon secondary and primary source material, this module explores their diverse experiences in various parts of Europe and as far afield as the Caribbean.

	THE IRISH IN BRITAIN: TWENTIETH CENTURY


Module Content 

Historically, we know quite a bit about the successes, failures, and experiences of the Irish in North America, but what about those who went to places closer to home? Britain was a quicker, cheaper, less hazardous place to migrate to and became popular as a destination for Irish migrants in the twentieth century, but were they welcome? What did they do? Where did they live? This module examines the lives of the Irish in twentieth-century Britain, comparing the life opportunities offered in both countries and hence the reasons why so many thousands of young people left. Work experiences for men and women are analysed, including during the Second World War when Irish people worked in the British home front industries as well as the armed forces, a history that calls into question the idea of Irish neutrality. Irish experiences of discrimination are also examined, particularly in the context of the IRA campaigns in Britain during the years of the Troubles. More positive narratives of career success are also interrogated, in particular the differing career paths of Irish men and women in Britain. We will use personal accounts such as memoirs and oral histories as well as wider social historical material including newspapers and statistical information to examine issues of health, employment, identity and education for the second generation Irish.

Students will work independently and in groups throughout this course on a range of assessments that will expose them to the use of primary sources. They will also gain experience in choosing their own topic for research for the final essay.

EUROPE IN THE AGE OF REVOLUTION AND NATION, 1789-1878


Historians have traditionally approached the age of revolution in 19th century Europe from a western-centric perspective, but this module looks at both eastern and western Europe. The broader context of European (France and the Napoleonic wars) and Middle Eastern (Ottoman Egypt and Syria) revolutionary upheavals of the late 18th and early 19th century helps explain the fragmentation of the Ottoman political space and the outbreak of Serb and Greek ‘revolutions’. The students will also explore the (failed) 1830 Polish revolution; the impact of the 1848 revolutions on East-Central Europe; the wider, pan European significance of Italian and German unification movements; and the Ottoman, Habsburg and Russian rivalry during the ‘Great Eastern Crisis’ of the 1870s.

Overview

This module explores representations of the Vikings in medieval sources and popular culture, shedding light on their origins, their first raids on Ireland from the late eighth century and their later settlements on the island.
